Bi,—The manufaciure of beer has asmumed such wide
proportions, its use is so general, that it has undonbiedly
become an article of trade hishly important in ite
economical and social as well as flsesl snd ethical
bearings.

We find it & beverage much patronised by almost all
civilised nations and governments, although there are not
wanting large sections of the community, especially in
England. and America—no donbi honest, sincere, and
good men—who, anirnated by the utmost hostility against
what are ganerally known aa “ intexdeating liquors,” will
not hesitate to put beer and spirite under one head, for
the sake of catting it off at obe stroke, as Nero wished
be conld have dome with his Boman subjects,

It has, therefore, appeared to me that it might be
interesting in many respects 10 examing Yon Tedew W
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the brewing-trade in the leading brewing countrics, 1
feel, howaver, that my labour is far from being satisfac-
tory ; for the insuflicicncy, and sometimes incorrectness,
of the statistical information published make it often a
matter of serious difficulty to find out the correct posi-
tiona, Moreover, such a work should aleo examing the
relative pesitions of the beer and ardent liquor trades,
But that is almoet an impossibility ; for in the fiost
instance, the exact figures of the mannfacturs of dis-
tilleries are not overywhere casily to be got at; then
there is & large comsumption of epirita for trades and
manufactares, snd even for household employment, that
canmot be distingoished from those actuelly used zs
beveragea.

I have not inelnded the Tnited Btates in my tables,
for the want of officzal stativtics. We know, however,
that there the corsumption of beor vressded 85,000, (HI0
barrels in 1872, whils in 1864=65 the conzmmption
only amounted to aboot 3,600,000 berrels, yield-
ing 3,607,000 dollars to the Exchequer,” and .some of
ths States composing that confederacy are juet those
that put moat impediments in the way of the spread of
beer.

decrease of late. The tax, whish is raised on the con-
tents of the coppers, hiza been increased ome-half of its
former amount (from fr. 2, #0¢. to fr. 3, 60c for beer,
and from 60cmes, to 90¢, for emall becr—petite bire
—per hectolitre) and it is & matter of notoriety that
drunkenness has also fearfully spread sibes that altars-
tion wes made,

knowledgment of a]l those personz who have had the
gratification and happiness of haviog come into personal
relations with yon—you will appreciate the diffienliies I
found in my way in treating of the subject before me.
