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In May, 1900, Honorable William E. Dodge,
of New York, made provigion for lectnres be-

-known as the “ Yale Leciures on the Respon-
gibilities of Citizenship®” and to be on a

the formation of an intelligent public eenti-
ment, of high standarde of the duty of a Chrie-
tian citizen, and of habits of action fo give
effect to these sentiments and these standards”

Haying beem honored by selection to deliver
the first conrse of these lectures I have felt that
it was fitting to present a few plain, simple,
commonplace truths in respect to those respon-
gibilities, thus laying, a8 it were, a foundation
upon which enceeeding lecturers might in a
more ambitionus way develop some particular
form of responsibility, or some particular ap-
peal to noble action. With this in view I have
prepared the following lectures.
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
