Om the one lLand it i a development of St
Paul, not of Banl of Tarsus; on the osther hamd, it
iz hiz spiritnal developwent, as distingnizhed alike

from the course of his outer life and the growth of
hiz intelleetnal system. I lenve on the oue side lis
missions, lis shipwrecks, his dangers; I Ieave on the
other hiz theology, whether as interpreted by the
schaol of Tithingen of the sehool of Calvin, the dis-
cussion of Jewish or Gentile tendencies, of grace and
law, of Episcopacy and I'reshytevianism, of predesti-
nation aml free-will.  The only doctrives alluded to
are those which bear npon the main thesis—the
agrowth  of las  humanitarian  consciousness, the
widening of his sympathy from Jerusalem o Towe,
The work, os will e seen [eom 13 dimensions, i
merely Lhe introdnetion to n vast subject. I 1wdi-
cates lines of development whick might be followed
out to any extent, bat i las lett it for othors to do
s0.  The authorities are the epistles themselves, and
theve ix no citution from any German or English
work. I have stodicd above all things to keep the
uiind vol ouly uubiassed by, but as much as possibile
forgetful of, previons specnlations, and lave striven
to gather the materials only from what elaims to be
the original souree,
