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INTRODUCTORY,

This thesis has three parts,  The first attempts to ex-
hibit completely, and in detail under each avthor, all the as-
certainable literary sources, cxcept the Bible, used by Augus-
tine in the first ten books of The City of God.  This part on
the Literary Sources has been written to include the scurces
as given by Dombart and Hoffmann, and in addition the con-
clusions I have worked ant in the second part of this thesis,—
the Annotations to Books I-X.  In order to do se 1 have gong
over every case where a literary source 15 required, and have
searched all the extant sources 1o which Angustine could have
had aceess, and several to which he could not, or did not,
have nceess.  lo the Annotations, which are almost exclusive-
Iy restricted to the sources not specified in Dombare, when I
quote from, or refer to, the writings of Valerius Maximus,
Velleius Paterculus, Julius Obsequens, alse 1o Plutarch, Por-
phyry, Plotinus and Plato in Greek, and others wal wentioned in
the parfon the Seurces, it is not to be supposed that these are
suggested as sources for Augustine's knowledge, They are
given simply for fulness of detail, or because they have pro-
served for us information once found in sources used by Au-
gustine but now no longer extant, For example when FPlut-
arch 15 guoted, it is because he either confirms Livy (Augus-
tine's source for the particular place), or becavse he has pre-
served for us information which was found in portions of Livy
now lost, and of which we have only the later epitomes.
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Similarly Julius Obsequens has been quoted to confirm Livy's
own work or to supply the missing part required,

The Annotations on books I-X contain matter which
could not be treated of in the part on the Sources.,  The fact
that the Annotations has partly the same aim as the part on
the Sources may cxcuse the frequent cross-references, and the
perhaps too frequent repetition of the same Latin passages.
These latter have been given for the sake of fulness and for
convenience of the reader, Fach part is intended to supple-
ment the other. Biblical passages and references have not
been touched upon, as Dombart gives them almost complete.
I have, however, added one instance which he has not re-
corded.

The text adopted as the basis for working has been that
of Dombart (2 vols,, Leipzig, 1877-"02), not without reference
to Hoffmann's text, The farmer is referred to by page and fve
thromghout the notes; and the pair of heavy-faced numbers
miven at the edge of the page before each note also refers to
Dombart’s text.

In the Annotativns I have oot mentioned any of the re
ferences given in Dombart, cxeept occastonally (or somne parti-
cular purpose.  As Dombart did not make any special siudy
of the sources, there are but few cases where there is occasion
to quote his references, and all such | hope have been acknowl-

edged.  Dombart himself took his references chiclly from
Duebner as we learn from his own words: Notas lo-
corum ab Auwsgustine ex aliis libris

allegatorum prope omnes e¢x editione
Duebneri, qui io hac operis parte
diligentissime versatus ¢es5t, mutuatus
sum. Ad fontes unde Auvgustinus
