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Bryom the demand for instruction in the elements of vocal musie and sight-singing has
bacome almost aniversal, coming even from the amallest villages, and the rural schools, teachers
in those schooks bave desired & music book designed especially for their usz. Their ex-
pressed desire was: 1) that the book should be large enough and contain enocgh songs to be
of use to them end their pupiis through several years of school jife; £) that it contain sll the
rodimental muosical instroction necessary to enable the papil on leaving school to take an
intelligent part in the singing of the social circle and the church; 3) that it be so arranged
that the music lesson could be given toal! papilsin the reom, old and young, advanced and be-
ginning, at the same lime, although the older and more advanced pupils bad different and
more difficalt work than the younger pupila; 4) that it be arranged so as to be equally applicable
in village schools; 5 that the book should contein songs for all oceasions of school life, and
many oceasions of eocial life; 6) that many of the fewr-part songs sboold be so arrenged as
to be correct when sung in {wo parts, (Soprano and Alto), or in three parts, (Soprano, Alto
and Bass); T)that the book be eo arrangedssto be suitable for use in Teachers’ Imstitotes,
and other Teachers' Meetinga, and that it contain many of the old and familiar songy, as well
#8 many new ones; B) that the music be of the best class,

This book is an sttempt to gratify this manifold desire on the part of thousands of teachers
in our rural and village schools, and ts thus arranged 1o meet their wants: Part I, (pp. 3—200
eontaing & number of role soogs, with secompuniment, for Primary pupils.

Part II, (pp. 25—108), contains " The Elements of Music and Musica] Notation,” consisting
of & series of graded exercises, with and withont words, interapersed with a large number of
songs, Which are the outgrowth of the exercises which precede them, and may serve aa further
illustrations of the difficulties pontained in the exercised. This portion of the book (Part IT)
is arranged to be used in three different ways: 1) The upper part of all pages which are
divided by a line across the entire page, aad the upper parts, (Boprano and Alto) of all the
three-part exercises and songs, form one continuons elementary couree, complete in iteelf,
which ean be nsed for all grades up to and incloding the sixth year of school life, 2) The
lower part of the divided pages, and the besss part of all the three-part exercises and songs,
can be used az & complete course for advanced pupils who have finished the upper part
of the pages, or who, in conjunction with younger pupils just beginning, are reviewing this
work; exercises on the different perts of the same page, which heve the same number, being
written so a8 to form perfect harmony with each other. 3) The complete pages (ignoring the
dividing line) may be used consecutively with older pupils, and will then form a eomplete
conrse of instruction for singing clasees and teachers’ inatitntes.

Part TI1 containg explanations of the Minor Mode and Minor Beales, the tenor part as
well as more difficult rhythmical exercises in compound measure, and should not be nased
unti] Part I has been thoroughly mastered, with this exception, that when the book is used
for adult classes, the persgraphs conteining explanations of the tenor clef and tenor part,
may be used when necessary. When thue used the tenors should sing the soprano part of
all three-part sangs and exercises.

Part TV is o collection of songs, which can ba used as moch, or in connection with the
instruction eontained in Parte [T and [IL  The four-part songs marked with s * are complete
53 two-part songs (Soprano and Allo,) or three-part songs (Boprane, Alto and Bass),
