School, Inverness, and Absrdesn Univeraity,
from which he received his doegree of Mg.
He commenced practice in Fort-William, but
soon removed to Campheltown, where he
sequired a large practice. He here married a
deughter of Dr. Robert Harvey, Laird of
Pennygown, and had four svos and twe
daughters. Tt is interesting to wention that
Dr. Pirie is now returning to spend the
ovening of his days in Campbeltown, after
following his profession for 38 years in
Glasgow, His many friends hope that he may
be spared to enjoy many years of well.earned
rest on the beautiful shores of Kilkerran Lach,
Naturally, he always took a desp interest in all
matters relating to his native MHosashire, and
waa President of the Glasgow FRoss and Crom-
arty Benevolent Association, and his p
was always a familiar and welcome one at the
Annual ial Gatherings of the natives of
Roseshire. In all vespects he is an enthusi-
astic Highlander, and can speak, read, and
write Gaelic fluently.

Hie eldest zon, Mr. R. Harvey Pirie, LL.B.,,
is Honorary Secretary of the Kintyre Clab, a
position which he has filled since 1887, He
was born at O beltown, and educated at
Mr. Ross's School there, at the (¥ w Acad-
emy,and Glaagow University, from which heholds
the degrees of M.A. and LL.B. After receiv-
ing & thorough professionsl training in a law
nfgcu in G w, he started business in
partnership with Mr, Stewart, the firm of

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Pirie & Stewart, 173 St. Vincent Street, being
well known and highly respected in_this city.
Mr. Pirie's connection with the Club exbsmi
back to his boyhood days, when his father
enrolled hin as a member in 1866 ; in 1887 he
was appointed Honorary Secrotary, an office
which he has filled with great acceptance and
success to the present time. When we mon-
tion that the Club's funds smount to about
£8,300, and that nearly £300 are aspent
aunuelly in charity, education, and prizes, it
can readily be wlerstood the affaire of the
Club entail & considerable amount of labour
upon the Secretary.

Mr. Piric’s favourite pastime is yachting, in
