INTRODUCTORY LECTURE.

R

AN AFFEAL.

¥ 1 hawe writion unto you, Young men, beanes ye wre rirmg, and the
werd of God abldeth is yom, and ye have ovaroms the wicked cos.  Love
ok the world, Belther the things that are 1o the woeld, Ifany man Joes
Ehe world, fhe lows of the Fxther @ not In him. For all that s in the
woeld, the Inst &f the Sesh, and the luxt of the eyes, snd the prida of 1ife,
ks mok of flie Fudber, buot is of the world. And the worid pameth swey, sad
tha Imst therscf: but e thad doeth the will of od abldsth iy aver.”r —
1 John 0, 1417,

I rrorosk, as elready announced, to give
several discourses to young men, addressed to
them as a distinct class in the community and
88 individuals, For such an undertaking we
have the anthority and example of an Apostle,
who, in the words of my text, addresses his
exhortations to young men, with a degree of
solemnity that shows the importance attached
to this part of his preaching. He repeats the
same words twice, and with incresaing em-
phasis: %I write unto yom, young men, be-
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canse ye have overcome the wicked one”;
and again, “1 have written unto youn, young
men, because ye are strong, and the word of
God abideth in you, and ye have overcome
the wicked one.”

This apostolical example we would follow;
this SBeriptural aunthority we wonld nse. Tde-
gire to address the young men of this society,
and all those who are willing to hear me, in
the words of soberness and truth. Under
different circumstances end with a feebler
tongue; but with a purpose I trust equally
true, and with a work to be accomplished, not
less important than that which the Apostles
themselves were pent to aeccomplish. For
their work was to speak in Christ's etead, per-
suadiog men to be reconciled to Glod; and the
same work is committed to every minister of
Chriet, at the present day. They may do it
badly; they may work as hirelings, and not a=
faithful shepherds; but their work, whether
done or neglected, is the same.

The circumstances, however, under which
the Apostle spoke are very different from our
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own. He addressed those only who were
members of the Church of Christ, who had
already made a good profession and proved
their sincerity by lives of obedience. For he
says, 1 have written unto you, young men,
becanse ye are strong ™ ; that is, sirong in the
Lord and in the power of his might, “and the
word of God abideth in youw, and ye have
overcome the wicked one.” In that day there
were very few nominal Christians, Those
who bore the name of Christ were also com-
pelted fo bear his eross. They who came to
hear Christian preaching carried their lives in
their hands, and the young men of a Christian
society were an army of self-devoted followers
of Him, under whose standard they were en-
listed. I wish that it were so now. The out
ward danger is past, but I wish that the self-
devotion conld continne.

Unhappily for the Christian cause, it is not
so. Of all the young men in this city, who
were educated by Christian parents, and who
in common language would call themselves
Christians, not one tenth bave a full right to
