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EDITORIAL NOTE

TO THE SIXTH EDITION.

T volume is reprinted at the request of the
Ladies’ Commission on Sunday-School Books, afier
an interval of more than twenty years since the
last (the 5th) cdition was issncd, during most
of which period it has been out of print.  These
twenty years have been marked by more thaw
usual activity of thought upon this great subjeet,
and it was at first proposed to have the book
revised, so that it might be enriched and perhaps
amended by what later scholarship has contrib-
uled towards the befter underslanding of the
Life of Christ. But it has scemed on the whole
unnecessary to do this, The volume is the in-
terprefation of the lessons of our Savieur’s life
and tenchings, given by one who eminently pos-
sessed the qualifications for suelin task; and the
repeated call for it has sufficiently proved thas
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it has earned a permanent place among the many
similar works to which such study has led, and

which the Christian faith accopts as helps and
guides.

PREFACE.

Tuw principles adopted in the arrangement of
the present history are sufliciently explained in
ihe course of the work. That they will Le uni-
versally satisfactory is not fo he expected. The
cesential diffienltics of constructing a harmeny of
the evangelical historians are such as o forbid
the expeciation. But I cannol persuade mysell
that I am mistaken in thinkiog that the system
here adopted has preater probabilitics in jts favor
than any other which hag been suggested. A full
statement of the reasons on which it rests is in-
compatible with the limits of the work.

I would suggest to my readers, that they will
find the instruction and interest of the volume
greatly inereased by carefully examining in con-
nection with it the passages referred to at the
bottom of the pages. Indeed, much of the perti-
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neney of many remarks and illustrations will be
otherwise unperceived. The mest convenient
mode of doing this will be by using the Harmony
of the (fospels, mentioned in the note on the 44th
page.

I am aware that many things will be found
nuexplained which need explanation, and that de-
feets and omissions will be perceived by others
which have escaped my own observation. But 1
hope that, notwithstauding these, 1 have not alto-
cether failed in the attempt to nnfold to young
minds sowe of the inferesting peints in owr 2av-
ioar's history, and to excite in them a desie to
be more mtimately instructed in its wonderful and
beautiful records. It would be a great happiness
to believe that 1 had aided in bringing any fo a
truc admiration and faithful love of our llessed
Lord.
