THE sindy of the time relations of mental phenomens is
important from several points of view: it serves a2 an index
of mental complexity, giving the sanction of objective
demonsteation to the resulis of subjective observation; it
indicates a mode of analysis of the simpler mental acts, as
well az the relation of these laboratory produeis to the pro-
cesses of daily life; it demonstraies the close inter-relation
of psychological with physiological facts, an analysia of the
former being indispensable to the right comprehension of the
latter; it suggests means of lightening and shortening men-
tal operations, and thus offers a mode of improving educa-
tional methods; and it promises in warious directions fo
deepen.and widen opur knowledge of those processes by the
complication and elaboration of which our mental life is so
wonderfully built up. It is only within very recent years
that this department of research has been cultivated; and it
is natural that the results of diffsrent workers, involving
variations in method and design, should show points of
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
