Further, he warns one against the
dangers that lurk in moral inertia, indifference,
sentimentality, egotiam, etc.

10 reap the reward of a fine and an exalted
gense, and of a practical common sénse which
sees things as they are and does things as they
shounld be done.

The degire for Imowledpe, like the thirst for
wealth, inereases by acquisition, but ss Bishop
Lee has told us, *Enowledge without eommon
sense is folly; without method it is waste; with-
out kindness it is fanaticiem; without religion
it in death.” But, Dean Farrar added: “With
ecommon senge, it is wisdom; with method it is
power; with cherity beneficence; with religion
it is virtoe, life, and peace.”’
