The List of libraries was in type in October, 1gor, when
the receipt of advance sheets from the Report of the
United States Commissioner of Education, for 18gg-rgoa,
giving statistics of ' Public, society and school hibraries,™
and of the “Annual report, tooe,’” em Puhblic lbraries,
isgued by the University of the Htate of New Yook,
brought to light a number of lihraries in New York City of
which the Committes had no provious knowledge, al-
though every available source of information had boen
examined, Some two hundred additional circulars of
inquiry were sent out, and as a result more than oho hun-
dred libraries were added. In several instances repeated
calls for information were not responded to: thess libraries
are indicated in the List by an asterisk (¥) preceding the
name,
