Tur outbreak of the war found us peace-
fully motoring through Germany. The
news of mobilisation reached us on the
outskirts of Berlin, and burst upon us,
with something of its full meaning, in
the Friedrich Strasse, where our road
was bloeked by vast numbers of students
marching through the streets and shout-
ing, ** Nach Paris!™ These tumultuous
demonstrations continued both day and
night, during our forced stay in Berlin.
Sleep was out of the question, as until
daybreak the city rang with tramping
footsteps, and the thunderous strains of
* Die Wacht am Rhein " and “ Deutsch-
land, Deutschland iiber Alles!”

seemed to change at every station, . . .

walk from there across the Belgian
frontier and of the interminable, weary,
starved wait at Liége, only a nightmare-
