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PREFACE.

Stk EpMuNs HEaD, shortly before his death, had col-
lected these poems and translations {which had appeared
from time to time in Frarer's Magnsing with a view to
their being reprinted for private distribubdon amongst
his friends. Those to whom the disposal of them has
devolved have thought it better to republish them than
to reprint them privately, because the circle of his
friends and of those who take & friendly interest in
dwelling upon zll that he was and all that he did, is
a very wide circle, and it would be difficult perhaps for
