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PREFACE.

Tee Arnual Meeting. of the Wisconsin Btate Horticultural Soclety, at
Madison, February 8-5, 1874, waa the best attended and in many respects the
most important meeting held by the Society since its crganization. To the
publication of the proceedings of this meeting—ihe addresses delivered,
papers read, discussions held, fruit lists sdopted—this volume is mainly
devotad.

The society very properly gives its main attention to fruit growing, and to
fruit growing by the msasses of the people. The unparalleled injury to froit
trees and vines in the winter of 18572-78, and the consequent discouragement
smong the people, mdde the ection of the society at its recent meeting
-especially important. In carefully prepared papers and reports, and in earn-
eat discussion, s larger number of facts of value to fruit growers in Wisconsin
than have ever befbre been collecfed were presented. 'With these to ald them
. intending fruit growers can plant trees with greater sssurance of success than
ever before, ' .

The soeiety also gives attention to encoursgement of the cultivation of
flower and vegetable gardens, shade, ornaments]l and timber trees. Each
of these toples received appropriate attention in the transsctions.

For more convenlent reference the Addresses, Papersand principal Reéports
have becn separated from the varlous transactions and discussions. The
opiniona expressed are those of individuals not of the Society unless ex-
pressly endorsed. Differences of opinion will be found, because none have
perfect knowledge. Apparent conflict of facts will be found because we
cannot know all the circumstances.

The varieties of fruita recommended are not designed to be planted indis.
<riminately, With &l the facts attainable they are believed to be the beat
that can be recommended for uss In most localitiea. Modifled by local ex-
perience they will be of much value to planters.

The velue of such volumes depends greatly on the promptoess with which
they are isaued. This is especially true of the present volume, and the
Hortienlturalists of the State are to be congratulated on the fact that the State
Prioters have been able to {zsue it in time 1o be circulated and read before
ihe peason for plantlng opens.
