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PREFACE.

TrE ohject of the present work is to supply the want,
long felt by teachers and students, of a book with the
double aim of thoroughly and practically texching the
French verbs and glving constant drill in conversation
in the forelgn language.

Many works have been published to facilitate the ac-
quirernent of this most difficult part of the French lan-
guage, but it must be admitted that practically nooe so
far has been an actual success,

It has therefore been our aim to base this work on
the conversation method, insuch a way that the student,
withouot ever conjugating or memorizing verbs, will be
thoroughly drilled in all their correct forms and ac-
quainted with many idioms which appear only in
colloquial style.

The questions are combined so as to enable the
teacher to start talk on every imaginable topic.

The book is divided Into three parts. The First
Part consists of easy exercises on the auxiliary and
regular verbs. Advanced exercises on the amxiliary
and all the irreguiar verbs form the Second Part. All
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these exercises consiat entirely of questions o the most
simple form. In the Third, or theoretical Part, are
explained the grammatical rules oo the use of moods
and tenses, with practical exercises,

As nearly every French teacher has felt difficulty in
training up the students sufficiently to speak the foreign
tongue and making at the same time the drill of the
verbal forms an agreeable cxercise instead of a tedious
ome, we hope that this little work will prove a welcome
supplement to all the warious text-books used for
teachiog French,
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
