Ix this volume I bave advisedly resumed the more usual
orthography of Latin words, replacing the sef, guof, af,
ad, ete. of the M3, and Dr, Nipperdey by sed, guod, ad,
at, ete. In other respects the text here given is a re-
print of Dr. Nipperdey's, although, as will be seen in
the additions to the notes, T do not slwayes assent to his
alterations. lIn the eorropt and mutilated state in which
the text has come to us in the single ancien! menuscript
of the last six books, there is still abondant scope for the
exercise of conjectural’ criticiam, and 1 bave occasionally
atternpted either an emendaticn, or an explanation of the
corruption of a passage. The additions to the notes are
enclosed in [ 1. Of the ancient commentators, Lipaius
and Freinshemiue have done most both for restoration of
the text and for ita interpretation; and from the former
