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PREFACE.

The following lectures npon Marvland Colonial
History were nlﬁllk't'lﬁl bhefore the Jolns Hopkins
University, in MeCoy Hall, during the months of
February and March, 1902, the conrse having been
prov idled for bv the |1|rr*1‘=|]lh of the Maryvland ‘:in-[ ety
of the Colonial Dimes of \meviea. The pavticular
suljjeet was selected, and the lecturer appointed, hy
the Fuenlty of the 'niversity, The lectuves were
apen 1o the public.

They are zix in vwaber, amd  the twe  for
the delivers of each lecture waz limirel to one hour.
The time,—six hours o all—did ot wlmit of the
preseutation of a complete history of the eolonial
pertod of Marvland. Al thar has heen utte mpted 13
to present o brief sketeh of the lives aud chavacters of
the zeveral Dovons of Baliimore, Londs Propricrary
of Marvland, together with o review of the zalieu:
facte conuected with the Listory of the Provinee of
Marylawd, awd the relurions of rhe Proprietaries
Hieretao.,

Aarvland was not the anly one of the Englizly eolo-
nies i Ameriea whieh lisd o proprietarsy govern-
ment: but its peenline constitution o= o Palatinate
Provinee, presents many special features of inrerest
o the student of political institutions 3 wwl the estal-
lishment in the Provinee of Relizions Toleration, in
an age of intoleranee, gives special lustee to the story,
While the limitations of time were sneh as to vegquire
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brevity and condensation in treatment, it is hoped
that in these lectures no material facts, necessary for
a true and intelligible presentation of the subject,
have escaped mention.

In offering them, through the press, to a larger

andienee than that which was from week to week
nssmnl:im] i MeCoyv Hall, 1t has been thought better
to adliere 1o the original form in which they were
prepared for oval delivery, rather than to reeast them
in & form that would be appropriate, if the objeet
were to present n complete historieal narrative of the
period under consideration.

Interest in the eolonial history of Maryland, and
facilities for its study have both lheen greatly ex-
tended within the Jast quarter of a century.

Thiriy vears ago the prineipal books which had
been published relating specially to this subjeet were
Bozman’s History of Maryland, in 1wo volumes, and
MeMahon's Historical View of the Government of
Maryland, of which but one volume was ever pub-
lishedl,

Of these, the former covers only the period from
the setilement of the Provinee until the yvear 1680,
This history waz written by Joln Leeds Bozman of
Talbot County, and the first volnme, comprising the
introduction, was published in 18115 but the entire
work was not printed until 1837, Its compilation
evinees learning and judgment, and derived as the
material was, from manuscript records scattered
through various public offices, ill-arranged and almost
wholly without index, it gives evidence of a most
laborions and indefatigable industry.
