The will
prescribes that these lectures shall be upon the
history, theory, and practice of the fine arts
(meaning thereky the graphic and plastic arts ),
by persons of distinclion or authority on the
subject on whick they lecture, such lectures to
be primarily for the benefit of the students of
the Art Institute, and secondarily for members
and other persons,  The lectures are known as
“The Scammon Lectures,”
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
