charged at his own request by a vote of the corps,
for any cause ; and aoy member may be dismissed
for conduct either ungentlemanly, unmilitary or in
any way casling discredit on the corps, by a two-
thirds vote of those present at any meeting called
for the purpose, or when previous notice has been
given, but ooly after due hearing. No member
shall receive an honorable discharga from the corps
until his daes are paid in full,

Any active member may be discharyred by avote
of the Corps, for the non-payment of annual dues,
assessments of fines, whete such dues, assessments
or fines, or the one of earliest date remains unpaid
more that opne vear, of which does, assessments
or fines he has had due notice.

5gc, 4. Thereshall be kepta roll-book in which
shall be written the charter and by-laws of the
organization to be subscribed, and every member
of the Continentals shzll subscribe the same on
being received into membership. '

ARTICLE IIL
ORGANIZATION AND OFFICERS.

Sgc. 1. Thiscorps in #s corporate capacity and
for business purposes shall always remain a single
organization, and the military officers of the corps |
hereinafter named shall be also the civil officers of
the corporation, and ne sub-division of the corps
shall have any power to inaugurate, consider, or
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pass upon any business except as to ils own meei-
ings for drill,

Sec. 2. For all purposes of drill and parade
members of the corps shall be assigned by the
Board of Offcers, into four companies, which com-
panies shall be designated by the letters A, B, C, D,
and ghall be permanent sub-divisions of the corps,
it being the duty of the Board of Officers to assign
recruits as may be best for the advantape of the
corps, and in their discretion to make desirable

-transfers from company 1o company.

Sgc. 3. The positions of companies inline shall
be determined by the rank of their commanding
officers according to tactics.

Sue. 4. The officers of the corporation and the
military organization shail be a licutenant-colonel,

| treasurer, and a stailTor the commanding lisntenant-
colonel, to be appointed by himself, and to consist
ol one first lieutenant and adjutant, one first lieg-
tenant and quariermaster, one first itentenant and
commissary, a surgeon with the rank of major, an
i|| assistant surgenn with the rank of frst lisutenant,
i and a judge advocate and a chaplain, each with the
rank of captain, a sergeant-major and a quarter-
master-sergeant, a commissary-sergeant aod a hos-
pital steward. The captains and lieutenants shall
rank in the order of their election, ealoulating from
| the earliest election in continuous service in the
| same grade. The clerk and treasurer shall rank
ae first lieutepants and shall serve on the staff.
