PREFACE.

OF the ever increasing mumber of volumes isued by the
Suartees Society, perhaps none have possessed more general
intorest and popularity than the two wvolumes of Wills and
Inventories selected from the Begistry at Durham, and edited
reapectively by the Bev. James Haine and the Rev, William
Greenwsall. Although tha choicest of the wills of the spacicus
Tudor period were taken for the second volume of the series,
published forty-seven yoars ago, thers romains s very large
numhber belonging to the smaller geniry, clergy, yeomen and
merchants. Some of them were indeed transeribed or abstracied
for, but were crowded out of, that volume. These have been
honded over to the present editor by Mr. (freenwell and form
the nucleus of the following selection.

The vnion of the two Crowns, tn 161, in the persom of
James [., usherad in a period of peaceful development and
extended to the country parishes of Northumberland and
Durham the scewrity which previonsly had been enjoyed only
by the inhabitanis of the walled towns, and, to some exient, by
the vwners of the greator castles. Wills of a later period,
therefore, lose a eonsiderable part of their historical interest
and for that reason it is considered desirable not to extend the
prasent colleetion beyond the reign of Elizabeth.

Specimens of nuncupative wills are given on pp. 36, 97,
100, 114, 157, 164 and 166. Tha will of * the lady of Kenton *
(p. 10) and the will of Gawen Hoppen (p. 66) supply
additional details to the pedigrecs of Bennet and Hoppen.
Bertram Anderson (p. 60} gives to his sister, Marion Chapman,
three ‘ tennes of coals'; Simon Wellbury (p. 87) gives lega-
cies to his ‘cosine’ the children of his son; Margaret
Middleton (p. 122) bequeathes a * garmyshe,'—that is, a set of 12
platters, 12 dishes, 12 saucers, and 12 porringers,—of pewter;



and on pp. 99, 123, are preserved some of the names
which the farmers and breeders of the day gave to their cattle.
An innkeeper's will may be found on p. b2, while the inventory
(p. 178) of the goods of Bir William Hilton affords particulars
of the disposition of the roome and of their eontents at Hilton
Cagtle in 1600

The Editor desires to acknowledge with gratitude the help
he has received from the Rev, William Greenwell, D.C.L.,
F.BE.5., who, as noticed above, gave his teanseripts of a great
number of wills; to Mr. J. J. Howe, fur collating proofs with
the original documents o the Registry; to Mr. Richard
Weltord, M.A ., for reading the proofs; and to Mr. Herberl M.
