PRETACE.

Tar celebrated aphorism of TMTsracli, that © War is the natweal comdition of
man,” however it wany shoek oy anoral sensibility, has a certain trath in it which
furees itscll upon our convictions, We know that mau was originally endowed with
a natare in lhormony with all the coctitions of his existenee; Lis abode was Paradize,
and peace reigned within and around bim: as the woroflled waters reflect unbroken
the Leaven which smiles wpon them, so wan, in his primeeval siaie, reflected the
sublime trwoguillity of God,  Bub that which estranged him from his Maker
eonfusal bis social relations: selfishness became his master-passion, ned brought inte
play envy, heived, and revenge. Tn the first family Llood was shed ; and pever,
during the long line of soeinries o which the rzee has trodden its way {lhrough time,
lis its {ootsteps been froe from the stein. A history of war would be a history of
the speeies. There is uot a coral rock on the Pavife, shove which man los fiemed
a dwelling, whers the elub has vot been heaedished ; there is nokb a preairic in the

Western world, or o o foresl willin 48 rectsses, where the war-cry has not lesn

voisedd, wnd where the wild sweile of nien lias not lefs its fmpress.  On the trackless

desertz, where the Arab ooly {2 nowandeeer, he is also o combatant; the Bosabomm
lifts liis puny arm in eonflion; wd the lowest teies of mankind, the aboriziues of
Australia——mventive in welling besides—ean ensl, with wuederons skill, the adroit
hopmerang.  Civilizition dues not destroy this tendeney of the rare, hut trains it, aud
tvests il with wore perfeet aptiiodes, Towe, in the greatness of her government,
was greatest in arms; as Greeee, before her In renown, uniled to the matelless
delicary of her taste und sobtlety of lier Intellect & geuins for battle, and an ambition
for wilitary fawe.  The mose civilized connteies of modera Europe have, unhappily,

Yot are we Lold to say, that the tewdsney of civilization is to make war hoth
abile and dmpassiiies Tlere wey exisr o advaneed civibization of eircam-

stanee, in the enjoymweol of whish eqmmeres Qourishes aud wealth abounds, and there
may exisl also a givilization of miod condiucing to much refinement of manners and
cultivation of the arts-—and vet the wations so distinguished may be ambitions of
military nscendnuey, aod wish to mingle the lanrel with every wreath of beauty
which they cull.
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Commercial and cultivated pations have been apgressively warlike,  Dut the
civilization which iz based vupon high moral prineiple must curd national ambitions
by its restraiuts, assuage national wiimesities by its charvity, and dissipate the prejo-
dices of caste, and race, and nation, by ite intelligence. We are conscious of no
invidions nationality, when we say that Great Britain has attained to this eivilization
more than has any other country,—uot even excepling the United States; and there-
fore the relnetanee to cogage in the war which is vow vaging.  That reluctanee has
heen the thewe of eonversation in all mtellizent civeles on the continent of Burope
and i Ameriea; and elaquent sarcusms npon our conntry, in the newspaper-pross of
Berlin, Drusscls, and New Yorl, have veceived ibeir poignancy from the fast that
Eungland opeuly deprecated war. Tl is not ouly because onr vast comimereo makes
peace our interest that we have boen nnwiiling to mingle in the conlliet, but beeause
there 35 gemeiple cnovgl in Toghunl to canse war to be regarded as in itself an evil of
incaleulable magnitude.  Tha wiliuey victues of the British people, which they Lave
retained throngh a long lnenge of heroes, were never more potent. I the passion
for war slumber in the nation’s heerd, the bonour of the wandor is wakelul snd
sensitive there, The very ervors of diplomacy aud ndministration have evoked such o
protest from the public voloe, as shows the intelligence, geasrosity, practieal talent,
and vigour of the people at large. It is no new dhing for war Lo call up the svealest
gualities of individuss or nations,  Althowel in itself so great sn evil, Providence
overrules 1§ for good in this aud 3u many other ways. The old Hebrew plilosoply
is still true, although hearing opion it tie age of so muny centurics:  Qur Gad will
inrn the curse il o blessing”  The earcer of conguest has ofien heen the career of
civilization; and the sword which eeattered nobioas slzo gquelled barbarons fends, and
cut in sunder the bonds of many servieudes, The breath of the drumpets which shools
down the walls of Jericho preinded meny a shoilar catastrophe, when (yrzany fonnd
1o security within s vamparts fvom the challeage af the brave and (ee. Wo Lave
the changes rung every day vpon the hackaeyed words, ¢ Peace hath its victories,” so
that men begin to forget, umidst the clangour of thelr peals, that war also has its
spored victorivs: and Uhet Lhe mearch, the Livonae, the cumy, the citadel, the battle,
and the bospital, call for gualivies rieh ia the nobiest traits of lman eheracter. The
heroism of Hawpden in the fieid, is not less resplendent than the policy of Tamp-
den in the senate—TDoll sprang Trom ie same patriotism ; aud that was anmimated in
all its deeds by {lie saaue principles of truth and duty, It is not always true that
war, by throwing arennd the victer the halo of  fulse glory, creates fictitions homour,
and cheats ns of our adwivation ;) for eiten e warrior seems noblest T defeat, and Le
is a sublime =pectacle in the very honr of Tis #ubi.

War has its literature ;31 is viel in the deserigtive, vich in ancedote, avdd in biography.
Never was war so prolific of Licrature as this. Our soldiers are authors; their
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touching stovies of personal enduranee,—their exciting narratives of daring,—their
varied relations of adventure, not onty prove the Jopalty and patriotism of the peaplo
from whom they wont forth, ue show, in nomanner Lord Broorham nevey contemplated
when he ubtered the memorable expression, that “ the schoolmaster is alivoad.””  We
shall place before owe readees original Jetters creditable alike to the Load and heart of
the hzmble Lieroes by whor they weve written,  The military histovy of the private

soldier, as well as of Tis ehic, & frequently @1l of evenlful Jife ; we shall cherish the
lanrels of our humblest brave, whether overshadowing their graves, or hlsomivg for
the acknowledgment of their vietories,

Evgland is ztill proud of Lee navy,  In this war she has to witness the gallantey
of lier Jack-tars on shove, or 30 leseding ship ol Life ageinst stone-built batterics,
hehind whieh the coward vavy of the foe bas shelteved,  Thut our sailors never showed
move constaney, skitl, and devotion, than they bave in this war, especially in treading
the iutricate aud sinnons clannels of thie Sea of Azeft, and of the Gulfs of Dothaia
and Fioland,  We shall detail the Ternism of every sim of the serviee, and endeavony
to show our readerss what our coemies already feel —thiat whatever our mismauage-
ment or mistakes, it is as Loed Mardinge testified before the Schastopol Committee,
that Eagland never was bettor prepared for war, by sea or land, than she is now,

In depicling the scones and recarding the incidents in which anr furees have been
engazed, we shall not ewit the park taken by our Allies. The bravery of the Tuvks
pod the wisdom of Qar Pasha are emioenliy worthy of a place ju bistorr, The
defence of the Dannlie and of Silistrix, which, by the skillul tactics of the Tarkish
eavmmnder-in-chicd and the nbrepidicy of Lis troops, inttieted sneh disaster upon fhe

Russian armies, and effered sn efteatnal g obstruetion Lo Russton desigos, will long
acenpy an honenralle prominenee i liary annals,  We shall lay hefore our readers
the suceessive plans of the Kossian stralcgisis, from the opening of the campaizn unlil
the raising of thie siege of Silistria ; and we shall descrilne the compreliensive arrange-
ments by which all these plans were Baulled, and the prestize of the Hussian army
damaged, iF not destrayed,  The herele courage of the French on the Alma and
before Sebastopol furnishes numerons deads of exciting interest to 2ll who can admire
gallantry; while the cordiality of the co.nperation between the two armics, as well as
of the allimuee between the two wstions, give rise to mowdents sometimes deeply
pathetic; and at other times amnsing and grotesgue.  Ancedotes and letters illus.
trating the spivid and chacpeter of the Frensh, Turkish, and Tryptian armies, will
rivie gest to our narrative.

Cur sketehes of linsstan asd Turkish history ave deawn from the very hest zonvees
and if we mzke them short, it i beeause of our desire to bring ovr readers—as soon
a= s compatible with the digiicy and efficiency of a hitstore-—to the moment whea the
Tnrkish [1'.1;_; wos Daneed in the fee of the EHemy, mnt the first shoek of war was
heard through Eurvope, W shall, homever, not fail to weave into our store, as we
proceed, sneh acoounts of the wild Civeassian and Georglan, Greel and Albanian, as
will place these nations ta the ife beloe our vewders; and we shall espeeially inteo-
duce to them the intrepicd Schamsl, the prophet-warrior of the Conecasus, whose
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struggles, so full of remance and vicissibude, ave bub Tittle Known to the English
public.

Our gread aim wiil be to aveld sach dry deiail as can give no instruction er
entertainment to the great body o the people, and vet to afford sneh en insight to
the intrigres of Hussia, the cabals of the Dhvan, the pohey of the Weslern Caliuets,
the counsels of the military ehiefs; and the operations of armies, as will inerease the
solid information of thess who peruse our book, and at the same tine fuenish them
with reading move pleasuralde then can be supplied by the unreal stories of he novel
or romanes,  Troth is nol only stranger than fiction, it is also moro interesting,
proportion as the wminds ave earnest and intellizent before whom 1t s placed.  Teth
iz, however, unly parily dold when in any bwrsdive of fuets it s divested of the Hghis
aud eolours which were originally blended with them, and only presented to the
reader with hore and nasoftered outling: it will he our task to portesy the events
of this war as they were, in’ all their manv.colonred habiliments, and strange wod
peealinr assoeiations.  We shall De better enabled to sccomplish our prrpase in this

vespect by pletorinl aikd,  This age ins been termed *the age of the pen,” and the
expression has veecived an almost nuiverssl aceeptance : we might with almost equal
approprinteness eall 1t the age of the penel ;™ for whalever may be the wileenes of
oreat patoters in tlis, as compared with aoy past pericd, vever belore was the teste
and talent of the artiat bronght into requizition so extensively for the tnstruclion wed
pleasure of the geaeral pohlic, and never did che mass of readers putrenize lostration
w4 Loy do pow,  We shull do bomage to thiz excellent faslion of the Limes, and
depicd the seeues which wweve forced by the events wlich we velate - the tenied
field, the bivouac-five, the visilaol snd londy sentined,—the skirmish, as the wild
Tartar and Caossack, the Bife and Zovsve, advance or vecede o the fow and obl of
combat,—the voview, (e marcdy, the eharge, when—

the contested trench,—the height crowned with battery and redoult, dealing e

derous cannonzde wpon the sstending and assailing Hne—all these will be ilesfrofed.

The sea will aillon] meny seenes i—the sun-lic Bosphorns, the tideless Fuxine, the
ice-lonnd Baltie,—the ealm, the toopest, the wreek, the chase, the capture, the
tag lleet. Repeesentutions of suel will enable vs to impress upon our reatders

tilul or tevrille vealities our pen will deseribe.

Eugravings of the men whe have been the ebiel aclors in the great deama will
eonstitute: weh the least valueble conlrilations of art to oor history, A laudable
carinsiby exists in most minds 1o Lehold the men by whom great actions Liave been
porformed, and wheee that eannor be gratilied heie lkenesses alfind capeeial interest,
Wi have orginal and peeclize weans of satislvine this fedling,  Onrs shall weadly
