Be it enacted by the Governor of Hongkong, with the
adviee and consent of the Logislative Council thercol, as
follows 1—
1. Thizs Ordinance may be cited ws The New Territuries
Land Court Further Amendment Ordinanee, 1904,

2, The New Territories Land Court Furtlier Amend-
ment Ordinance, 1903, is hereby repealed.

&. This Ordirance zbell be read and construed as one
with The New Territeries Lamt Courl Orlinsnes, 190,
liereinufer roferred to as the Principsl Ordivance.

4. Ssclivn 3 of the Principal Onlinence, s hereby
repesled snd the following section ie aobatituted in place
thareof :— |

“* All elnims in relation to lund (v the Kew Territories
shinli notwithstamling any previous registration le
heard and determined by & Land Court which sialt
conafst of wuch member or meanbors as shall from
time 6o time e appointed by the Governor; Pro-
vided that esch member of sneli Land Courc sitting
alone shinll have foll power to hear and determine
any such claim as sforeanid ; and provided thut
whera two members shall sit togerber the decision
of the seuior member szhall prevail in ease of 4
difference of opinion ; and where more than two
members shuil sit together the decisicn of the ma-
jority shall pravail.”

5. The Governor rmay as oecaslon moy avise appoint o
Idepaty or Deputies to the Registrar who slull reapectively
pusse=3 all the powers and be subject to all the duties
vonferred aud imposed upen the Regisuar by the Priucipal
Ordiunace.
