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INTRODUCTION,

This number of the manual is compiled for the use of the last
legislature to be convenmed im the present century. 'The early
pages present the names, alphabetically arranged, of all the mem-
bers of the state senate from the adoption of & permanent con-
atitution in 1784 to the present time, including the senate elected
in 1888, During this period there have been ninety-five annual
sessions of twelve sepators, and eleven biennial sessions of twen-
ty-four senstors, There have been 1,412 slections to the senate,
and noting re-eleetions and contested elections it appears that
762 different persons have held seats in the senate of this state.
The early pages of this volume were printed before the organ-
ization of the present senate. The name of the president will
uppear in the later pages.
