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PREFATORY NOTE

In 1006 the Librarvy of Congress published a Y Seleet list of works
relating to employers” liability,"” and in 1908 & “ Select list of relerenees
on workingmen's insuennee.””  In the time which has elapsad since
the earlier date, the literature of employers’ liability and workmen's
compensation has grown to very lavge proportions. The present list
is bused on this recent literature, but sueh itles as are siill pertinent
have been deawn from the 1906 list, nnd a few which dealt with
workmen’s insurance against accidents have been faken from the
1008 Tist.

The recent agitation in the [Mited States has been confined prae-
tically te the compensation of workmen for injurles received in
ilusteial aceidents and the labiiy of emplovers for the same.
The list so far as it covers the United States, therefore, has boen
restricted within the ssme [oils. These resteictions could pet be
ohserved in dealing with the literature relating to forcign countries,
There the subject was Treguently Tousd to he so interwoven with
piher forms of social insurance—such as insurance against unemploy-
ment, sickness, aml ohl age—that the scape of the seetions devoied
to [oreign countries had to be sensibly widened.  Advaniage has been
taken of this Tuet, to biing out in the subjeet index such other lormes
of social insurance as were perforce ineluded in (e list,

The list makes no pretensions to completeness, even for the Uniiod
Blutes., A very large number of pampldets were receividd at the
Library, but only a small part could be ineluded in the list; (he re-
mwatnder have been kept together in the Division of Docyments. A
special collection of manuseript decisions, rules and orders of linhility
and compensation boards, blank forms for liling elnims and making
reports of accidents, is also on deposit in the Division of Documents
andd may be consulted on application.

The laws relating to compensation for industrial aceidents in for-
eign countries will be found o the two volumes of the Twentytourtl
Annual Report of the Commissioner of Labor, which have just been
publishied,  For the text of the most recent lnws see the “ Bulletin of
the United States Bureau of Lobor™ and “Annuaire du legislation iy
travail.”
