4 stody of the growth of slevery in deiail,
with referenee o these conditions, may e of more valne o the student,
po-day, than a more genevel, and necessarily less acoucoee, stidy in o wider
ficld, or wne directed morve to thee 2everities to which slavery wade Uhe blocks
liahle—which are already well Koowi.
