For sclf-
evident reagons, the pronusnciation of Spanish is explained, in the
usual way, by the aid of English key-words, instead of phonetic rules.
Kindred pronoun-groups are classified with reference to their real
scientifc distinction inte fead and afemde, -Auxiliary verbs are classi-
fied and descriled with the imregular verbs, where they belong, and
the so-called ++ compound "(i.¢. periphaasticy corjugations arc explained
ina few brief paragraphs.  To begin with what is very Irmegular in order
' to be able to devole pages to what is & simple syntactical combination
involves needless confusion and loss of time, especially in Spanish, with
its periphrastic active, passive, and progressive conjugations, each hav-
ing two or more auxiliaries. Especla! care has been taken to make
the chapter on verb-inflection both full and simple. It is hoped that
the method of classification here adopted, reducing the number of ir-
repular verbs to about thirty by conjugating all other verbs according
to eight models (three leading, as vsual, and five subordinate}, will
materially simplify a difficult and {mportant topic. The General

Index contains a full reference-list to all verbs that deviate in any way
(save orthographically) from the three leading model-verbs.

The exerclses are prepared with exclusive reference to the topic
in band. Hence they are putposely simple, those on the verbs being
gven confined almost entirely to a direct drill en the varioas forms of
a great variety of representative verbs,  Moreover, they are all placed
at the end of the book, where they will not impede reference to the
gramma; or disturb its methodical presentation,

For the benefit of those interesterd, cach chapter is introduced
parenthetically, and in 2 way not to obstmct the regular study of the
grammar, by a brief sloctch of the relation between Latin and Spanish
as regards the subject thereln treated.  The encourzgement attending
the introduction of such a méthod into the author's French grammar
has led him to adopt it, on a redoced scale, alac here.

The author is indebted for guidance and for vatious illustrative
examples to other grammars, Among these should be mentionpd
especially the well-known works of Foorster (Spesdimhe Spracklehre)
and Wiggers {Grammtit dev rparivchen Sprache), and Knapp's
elalrorate and wsefid Spanish Grammar, Speocial thanks are due and
gladly extended to Profezsor Edw, S, Joyucs for generous aid in more
