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INTRODUCTION.

Trx subject of the return of the Jewish people
to the favour of the God of their futhers is one of
deep and surpassing interest and moment. The
eye of faith, lovking into the depth of the divine
records, perceives thia peculiar people, under
the cloud of a frowning Providence, prepared
in the fulness of time to be led forward and
planted in the Lord their Righteousness,. for a
name and a praise in every land : (Izaiah Ixii. 7.)
It beholds them, not as the subjects of the
divine hatred, but the objects of God’s com-
passionate love: (Isaiah xlix. 15, 16.) It dis-
tinctly perceives that a regard for, and scrip-
tural interest in this people, are co-ordinate with
the progress of evangelical truth and personal at-
