PREFACOCE.

Toe 84th Regiment was first raisad hy Eyra Coote in the
Intter part of the year 1758, and was placed on the establish-
mant and numbered the 84th on the 26th of December in that
year.* After five years' arducus service in India the Regiment
was ordered to be disbanded, and the officers placed on Half
Pay by Warrants, dated War Oflkce, Decernber 9th and 30th,
17634 -

On the 13th June, 1775, the Regiment was revived in
Ameries by Lieutenant-Colonel Allan MeClean, as the Royal
Highland Emigrants, being principally recrnited from Scotch
seitlers in Nova Scotia, and the Begiment was dressed and
equipped the seme ay the 42nd Highlanders. By letter, dated
Whitehall, April 1st, 1779, the Bepiment was placed on the
establishment and numbered the 84th.} They rendered good
serviee during the war for upwanls of eight years, being again
dishanded at the close of the war in 1783.

Ten yenrs later the Regiment was again revived by Lieu-
tenant-Colone]l Bernard, H.P. 86th Foot, who was authorized
by letter, dated War Office, Noveinber 2nd, 1793, to raise a
Regiment of Foot, without sny allowance of levy money,
to be completed within three months. This was doly accom-
plished, and the newly-formed Regiment was inspected st York
on the 23rd February, 17948

On the 12th March a Second Battalion was authorized to be
raised on the same terms as the first, and it was completed and
