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PREFACE TO THE FIFTH EDITION.

The year 1833 was the most favorable for the Grape Crop since
1848, and the yield uousuvally large, aversging abowt G650 gal-
lona to the acre, from the best ealtivated vineyards, and {from a
few, 800 to 300 gallons, The writer obitained from & acres, 4,236
gallons, or 847 gallons per acre. In some parts of the country,
the crop was shortened by the “rot,” and in many vineyards by
careless enltivation; so that the average yield for the whole county
ilid not exceed 400 gallons to the acre.

In evrreme, nothing new has been discovered within the Inst
year. A light dressing of eshes, turned in with the first spring
hoeing or ploughing, is still thought to be a valuable application,
to correct acidity in the soil and in the grape. '

In svwuer PRUxINg, more wood should be lefi in dry seasons
than in wef ones.

In malking the TWine, i% i now though Test ned to stem the
grapes, as the “fgunin ' contained in the stems is supposed to be
necessary, in some sessons, to elarify the Wine, The juice from
the last pressing of each pressfnl, should be pet with the ffericr
wine, as its weakiess and esfringency injurea the good.

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PREFACE
TO THE FOURTH EDITION.

Turee editions of this little trestise, within o year, beiug
required 1o sepply the demand for i, would seem to indicate
that the puoblic intevest in Grape Culure is on the imcrease.
The euthor therefore deems it his duty to give the resull of his own
experience, and that of hig fellow-members of the © Wine-growers'
Association,” in vineyard enlture during the past year, It was feund
that the severe frosts of Januvary nnd Febroary, 1852—89 to 129 helaw
gero-—hilled muny of the grape buds fu warm exposed sitnations, and
several vinevards in Kentucky, a few miles south of this city, scareely
produced any fruit,  The hawd frosts of the 18th and 19ch of
March did wot injure the grape buds, although many apples, such as
the yellow BelleQower, were killed in the opening bud 1 oall the
peaches, many of the pears, and most of the cherries were destroved.

The frosts of the middle of April and second week in May injured
the young shoots of the vine, especially in low situations or near
meisture, and in the rows near grass 3 bul with all these vizitations
from frosts, the grape crop was a very promising one until attoeked
by the rot, the second week in July, anl subsequently the first week
in Augnet —the Intter bnt slight.  This diseose appearcd to affect
those vineyards most, that were ln low sltuations, or not fully ex-
posed o o free circulation of iz, either from closo planting or
stherwise,

High manwing, deep hoeing or plowing, and a want of swmmer
pruning at the right time, it wos thought, Inercased e Giability
tu rat. This disesse, or sometling ke it prevailed in many parls
of Burope, lugt year, where it had searcely been koown Defore, and
in the island of Modeira cansed an alnost entire filure of the grepe
eap

In this vicimity it cut ofl about half of the avernge crop, reducing
the product of the whole county to sbout one hundred sallons per
were.  Bome made more, but many lese than that ayverage. It was
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observed that the peor lapds and high sitvations suffered lenst, 11w
enppozed by 2ome that the ret iz allied to the mildew. and that scat-
tering four of sulphur over the vineyard, in June ond again in
July, muy prevent the rol, as sulphur is applicd us o remedy for mil-
dew, in grape-houses; with complete success. This experiment
might be tried. Ashes are certainly a valuable epplication, scat-
tered over the surfice and turned under with the spring hoeiog,  Dr,
Rehfiss strongly recommends this, Ineects did but little injury to
the vine last year. The one “regembling o small rose-bug™ waos
BCOTCE.

A new woodent, to illustrate spring pruning and summer traln-
ing, has been inserted in place of the old one, which was imperfect
in some points, [n sPrivG PRUNING it §s found best to owdt the firet
fie, if the branch is too stiff to bend easily in & circle or bow. "I'his
leavies a three-guarter bow or eircle.  Suntser rrumise should be
done prempily ; if deferred too late it is certainly fojuricus, but be
careful not to prune too close,

The vineyards near Hetmann, Mo, sre suid now to amount to
near five hundred acree. The liberal preminms offered by Mr. Alex-
ander Kayser, of 8t, Louis, for the best Missouri wines, wore awarded
at Hermanwn in August last, at a large and enthusiastic meeting of
the winesgrowers of that vicinity,

After all that bas bean done, and written, crape culture and wine-
making in this country, i3 as yet but imperfectly vodersiood, and it
ig only by experience nnd o free futerehonge of opinfone, that we shall
arrive uf a better knowledye of it hereafter.

Our climate, and the native grapes we cultivate, dilfer so much
from those of Europe, that the intellivent vine-dresser from the old
world, finds he has mech o learn in the pew, aod thet a wide field
iz presented for elservation, in whicl all must Lere work and ik for
themaelves,

At the time Mr. Drrovr wrole, in 1820, e Cope Srope wins Lhén
the only kiml cultivated jo the Olio Valley, fur wine, About that
tirwe thi Cudaseds was bronght inte notice &5 & wine grape, by Major
Aprty, at Georgetown, In O, and by 3r Loscwoekrn, in the
West ; amd it is now so great o fvorite ms to be almost the ondy
variety planted. To these gentlemen, s public benefactors, the
country owes & lasting debt of gratitude for introducing into vine-
yard culture, this nuble grape.
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
