The Author has long been of opinfon—an opinion
confirmed by many Chrisiian friends—that in large
Sunday Schools, whether in Towne or Villages, the
groat mojority of Tumchors are, if unaided, wery
unfit for their worl. Many of them, though traly
pious, sre but imperfectly edocated, and aro therefore
destitute of the necessary qualifications for so impor-
tant ae yndertaking, Not having been pecustomed Lo
draw out the minds of children, thoy teach them to
read, end often attempt nothing more. Bul surely
this {a o vory small part of & Sunday School Teacher's
duty [ If children are not taoght to Tmink, o UNDEE-
BTAND, ko aPFLY——what thoy read W of little or oo
eee.  No habits of examination or of refection having
been formed, they loave the School elmost as ignorant
&5 thoy entersd it, and then the remark is ofton made
that the poor are not the better for education.

The Conductors of Bunday Schools therefore, if
thay wiuld have them efficlent, mast, in dependence
upon tha divine blesaing, endeavonr to TEACH the
TEACHERS. With this olject in view, the follow-
ing subjects were originally drawn up; and they are
now made public, in the hope that, accompanied by
the influsnes of the Holy Spirlt, they may supply
thoss Tamchers who need assistance, with waeful ma-
teriala for their important work,
