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A WALK ALONG THE TEUFELSMAUER
AND PFAHLGRABEN.

We started on Wednesday, August 28, 1884, from
Regensburg to Kelheim by an early train, breakfasted
at the Gasthof Obernmayer, and then mounted up to the
Befrefungshalle above Kelbeim, erected by Ludwig L
of Bavaria, much as he erected the Walhalla near Regens-
burg and the Roman villa at Aschaffenburg. The Be-
Srerungshalle s built somewhat om the model of the
Pantheon at Rome, is surrounded on the inside by a
numaber of marble statues of Victory, hand in hand, and
supporting shields on which are inscribed the nzmes of
victories over the French, The scenery is magnificent;
the building is placed on a height overlooking the Danube,
which here makes a curve, and affords a splendid view
towards Regenaburg on the lefl, and on the right in the
direction of Weltenbarg.

From the Befreiungshalle it is a pretiy walk of about
two and a-half miles through the woods down to Kloster
Weltenburg, and hither the towrist comes to cross the
Danube, see the monastery, and go down in a beat
through the magnificent rock scenery again to Kelheim.

Just to the east of the road down to the river, the map
marks a Roman fort (Rimer Schanpe), which seems to
bear some relation to another similar work on the oppo-
site side of the river, which cuts off the promontory on
which the monastery stands, So, unlike the Plahlgraben
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
