will be inangurated that holy and happy
period, which is usually distingnished by
the name of the Millenniwm,

In truth, unless the now too plain ob-
stacles were removed, the intreduction of
that happy state apon this earth would be

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a moral, not to say a physical, impossi-
bility, Some good men have imagmed
that, by the gradual inerease of knowledge
and religion, we shall glide, as it were,
imperceptibly into the promizsed purity and
felicity of the thousand years, But Proph-
ecy speaks 5 very different language.
Our Augéan stable must be effectnally
oleansed, hefore the World ean be fit for
the reception of a Pare Universal Church :
and the appoimted instroment of cleans-
ing is widely-spread tribulation,

In this short Treatize, my ohject has
been to avoid all declamation. I have
wished to diseuss the subject in a closely-
demonsirative form: working, through-
out, from AISTORIOAL FacTs; and taking,
a8 my weneral basis, the declared rarsmany
racT, that, in the time of St. John, the
Roman Head or Polity, described aa the
immediate predecessor of the last of the
Seven Roman Polities, was in actual ex-
istence. Diffuseness and declamation are
here mm:if’gm;ly out of place. If we wish

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to convince, we must severely, porhaps al-
mogt scholastically, aim 4t ProoR,

The general fault, so far s I can judge,
of modern commentators on Prophecy, is
their rapidity of jumping to conclusions,

Such a mode of writing may perhaps
satisfy those, who, to save themselves
mental labour, are inclined to take things
for granted: but a sober inguirer after
troth will eschew superficial statements
and rash conelusions, too many of which
it has been our lot to witness, He will
demand, that & process of smrrivg should
be sdopted: and, if he encounters the
very reverse, he will incline to a atrong
feeling of the Tneredulus odi. To be
usefnl, & man must not covet s shallow
and really contemptible popularity, He
muost aim at better things,
