N the zsth of June, 1839, at her home, Spiegel

Grove, in the town of Frement, Ohic, Locy
WEEE, wife of Ex-President Haves, peacefully
slept away her life, and entered into the rest
that remaineth for the people of God. Her ill-
ness, which was apoplexy, lasted but four days;
then came the announcement of her death. It
sent a shock -of pain and grief over the whole
land, and even across the sea wherever her

name was known. Letters and telegrams of
