Ir is hoped that the operations of wheeling on manure,
and trenching up vacant quarters, in this department,
have been regolarly foilowed wp im favoursble wm.hw
Advantage should be taken of dry, froaty mornings, to
fork over heavy ground that fias been previously trenched,
u the more it 18 stirred abont and t::fnuci to t'ha pulver-

influence of froets and thawe, the more mellow and
wor blie it will becoma,.

Aseimigve.—If the soil in the forced productive bed
should becomea dey, give it a liberal supply of water, so
that it may reach the rootd ; as slight waterings give an
sppearance of moisture aé the top, while the roots are
excessively dry, and wuwnproduchvenesd in the conse-
guense.

Capniars.—In favourable weather, fllup blanks, clear
tham of dead ieaves, and hoe between them.

Oaxpors.—Sow Ew!j' Horn, in heat, if um:? ones
are wanted early ; orio ﬂ]s o0 0 warm h
soverad with un:{y woil, and pa‘oban‘he in severe weath

CarLIFLOWEES. —Eup the surface stirred amonget ﬂm

a:;upm.. or under handlights. Dust them
oceasionslly ‘with lime, and trap llugl. by placing some

pieces of Carrot, split lengthweye, amonget them. The
plints should be looked over on fine mornings, and the

].gha n.rJTly Brawg.—Row, if the weather in favourahle,
on & warm border ; and if a few are sown in bozes, pans,
or pots, and placed in a greeohouse, pit, or frame, and
tronsplanted to the open gronnd when they are an inch
high, they may be ueeful sz an early crop when the out-
door sowings have been either damaged or destroyed
by the severity of the winter, or by vermin. Narrow
gods of turf, Isid in rows, and the seed sown in drille
elong the centre of each row, is recommended, where turf
i# easily procured, ms the whole can be traneferred, when
fit, to the aEm ground, withent disturbing or demaging
the roots. The old-fashioned figure 4 traps, when kept
constantly eet, are most useful for the destruction of
miee.

Ravisags.—Bow Early Shor-tep, in small drille, on
o warm border. The seed should be covered with very
light sandy soil, and be protected with mate, straw, fern,
or any other such material that is conveniently at hand,
until they begin to vegetate, when the covering should
be taken off in the d:g‘ and returned at night. When
they have vegetated, netting, or strands of worsted thread,
or gmall twine, atretched along and meross the rows, will
protect them from emell birds. Small shreds of cloth,
or linen of verious eolours, fied on twine, and etretched
over seed-beds to futter in the wind, will scare, for a
time, even the London spacrows—the boldeet of birda.

Bgi-wanE.—Ax thet which wes covered first is cut, re-
move the pots, or boxes, to that portion which has hitherto
had no covering, so aa to keep up a succession. The
dung and leaves which have been previously used will
serve the purpose agein, if & Little fresh ba ndytlad.

FETIT GARDEN.

Arrims und Praps (on Espaliers).—Prane, and fork
up the ground near the pteme, in frosty weather, to de-
stroy the egge, or larve, of grubs. In the orchard, ngem
out the centre of each tree, and thin-ont eroes and erowded
branchss ; serape off . moss and lichen from the stems and
branches ; and dress both the espalier and orchard, or
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standard, trees with a mixture of quicklime, eoot, and
elay, to the eonsiatemcy of thick paint. If done well, it is
;ilgmt effectual method for the destruction of moes and
chen. .
Fzuir Toers may be removed end planted ; but take
oare, by ilshing, ‘%o Lesp the frost from thy rects of
newly-planted trece.

PFLOWER GARDEN.

Although mild weather may tend t0 chest uws into &
forgetfulnese of winter, it is advisable to be prepered for
the ceeurrence of severs weather. Porders, not cleaned
Eglghir&med. or bed not deeply dug, should at coece be

shed.

Avsicoias, — Give them plenty of air at all fuvoar.
sble opportunities, and only as much water as will keep
the leaves from fl gpmg.

CLERATIONS mﬂnf 1ooTaEd.—Abundance of nir to be
given to these plants in frames, a8 a eonfined atmosphere
will engender mildew. When require water, it
ghould be given on the morning of a fine day, when there
is no danges from frost,

Dimtiss —Examine the rools, in order to counteract
the effects of damy ; and whera & qumﬁjfﬂ of young plants
are required for heds, or borders, it will be necessury to
put the roots to work, by exeiting them into growth in a
gentle heat.

Pawsies, which, by the occurrence of mild weather, have
begun to grow, will be more musceptible of injury, and
will require protection from severe weather,

Pirza.—A top-dressing of rotten dung between the
plants, in beds, will be of service, both to enrich the scil
and to profect them from frost.

Prrs and Fuayes.—Look over the plants frequently,
and remove dead leaver; destroy insecte by fumigationa
of tobaccn, end keep the plands as dry as possible, without
ﬂ.ﬁg,wﬂh a free cireulation of air in favourable weather,

g5.—Plant ns long ss the weather keeps mild, sud
protect the roots from frost by a mulehing, or thick
covering, of rotten dung, which aleo assiats their growth
with ita nutriment, that 1 gradually earried down to their
roots by frequent rains .

EITOHAIN GARDEN.

Apriomoxns, JepvsineM. — Dig up, end replant in
deeply-dug and well-manured ground.
AULIFLOWREA.—CHve the phnt.% in pits, frames, or
nnder handlights, plenty of air. ove dead leaves,
and excluda froat.
Cuovupers.—~If & seed-bed is made with the dung pre-
viously well prepared, as advised, it will be resdy to
- receive the sesd. After having stood e fow days, to allow
.the rank steam to pass off, a layer of light, aifted soil may
then be placed on the surface, to the depth of three or
fonr inches. Bow the seeds in shallow pans, or pols, half
filled with leaf mould. After sowing, lay a picce of glase
on the top of the pan, or pot, to prevent the mice getting
at them

Horspaapmss.—Trench out, and replant in ground
trenched two feet deep, and well manured.

Musmroom Bros, out of doors, will require a thick
ﬂﬂ‘!’ﬂi—uﬁ of dry straw, littez, or hay, to protect them from
wek the oovering has become damp; remove it, ped
n%hm it with dry. Bave horee-droppings for early beds.

s1oxs.—8ow a emall patch of the -bladed, on &
warm border, for producing young ones early. They
should be sown very thickly, and protected with mats,
or litter, if severe weather should set in,
8ma101s,~PFlace them on the surface, as the roota soon
into the soil, and get frmly Bxed. If plunted, and
surroanded by soil, they are apt to rot. IiP WOrmE Ere
troublesome, 8 eprinkling of slaked lime will banish them.
Brorive Beps,—It is the practice of many market-
eners to sow their early seeds om slopes, by throwing
#oil—heing previcusly welli ated with dung—
into ridges, to mallow, about five feet apart, and then
levelled down into elopes, facing the south, with small
alleys between. They are gone made near the frame
und, for the convenience of covering. The system is
worthy of adopting in maat places.
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FRUIT GARDEN.

If the weather contivues mild, the planting of fruit
trees may still be pexformed.  As light and air are neces.
sary for the healthy growth of vegetables, und as soma
o &arde_uu are often crowded with froit trees, it is left
to the diseretion of the owner to remove some of the
trees, for the benefit of the an , OF to retgin thern,
and be satiefied with infarior crops of vegetables.

Riseprerrzs.—Prong, stake, and tie,  Manure and dig
between the rows.

FLOWER GARDEN,

As severe weather, though loug delayed, ot he
near, to arrest all grﬁaﬁith the spade, itﬁ‘fdginh]a
to procead as expeditiovely ae poesible with all alterations
that may be in hand, more partivularly if they includs the
removal of trees and shruba. .

Axmears (Hauoy).—If any beds, or patches, of self-
Bown, or antmmn sown, are now eonsidered worthy of
the trouble, n few branohes of evergreens, et in
amongat them, will shade them from sunshine after frost,
and protest them from drying winds. Plants geperall
in the open air, thia season, are mther tender, sdd must
be watched lunu‘rd:':ngli. .

Avricriss, being Alpine, and, therefore, of a hardy
pature, are apt fo suffer from drip and confinement in
fra.mpl i thsg ahould, therefore, receive all the air poesible
in mild snd dry weather. Heed may be sown uow, in
‘pots, or pans, and eovered very slightly with soil, and
watered with a very flne rose watering-pot, and Elleed in
o cold frame. A slight covering of moes will keep the
surface damp, and seoure from the chapges of temperatare,
but to be removed gradually as the young plants veintata.

Box Epoixe —Take up, and relay, if it is patchy, or
‘hsa grown too high and bulky.

Botes-—-such ns dnemones, Tulips, Hyavinthe, Nareiss,
&c.—should be plunted without :‘fl‘zjr.

Prra and Frases —Continue to expose the plants frealy
to the air whenever the weather will permit, to kee¥ them
hltd‘l;r, end to render them less linkle to damp off, it frost

should set in, when it may be neccesary to keep them
covered up foraome time,
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Bayuwcvivses.—Prepare the beds, by trenching wp
the soil to the depth of two feet, lling in with aiz inches
of rotten cowdung at the buttom. '.'lﬁna lower and most
bungry portion of the soil ghould be removed, and its
place mﬁad with equal portions of turfy loam and leaf
mould, which should be woll incorporated, and left in a
m_-g]‘lmhta, until wanted for planting the roots, about the
middle of Fabruary.

AsPagaavs~A gentle heat of about 55° will be sutficient
for the ueing beds : if the heat decline below that, &
narrow lining all round the bed will be sufficientto renew it,
As the temperatare of hotbed-lininge ie apt to be lowered
very much by cold, drying winds, it is sdvisable o pro-
tect them with straw b which can be easily made
and set round them, and removed with facility when it ia
neceasary to tura or renew the lininge. .

Cispsge.—dow in boxes, and treat ms advised for
Cauliflowars. Btir the soil between the growing cropa,
and draw earth to their stems, to prevent them from
being injured by the wind.
