INTRODUCTION.

O the 26th of April 1883, 2 meeting was held in the
arbitration room of the court bouse 1l Creenshurg, West-
morteland county, Pa., to consider the propricty of cele-
Lirating the 1zoth anniversary of the victory of Col, Henry
Bouguet at Dusby Kun, Aungust 5 aed 6, 17063, over the
Confederates of Pontiac.

Fx-Tieut-Gov. John Latta was called to the chair, and
Gen’l Richard Coulter and Ifen. Jacob Turncy were
elected Vice Presidents: Maj. Jas. Bl Lawrd, Frank Vo-
gle and Curtis Gregp were chosen as Secretaries.

By request of the meeting Kev, Cyrus Cort, a resident
of Greencastle, Pa, but a native of Greensburg, Pa., was
called upon to address the mesting, which he did for over
half an hour, eulogizing the character and achievements of
Bougquer and showing the far-reaching results of his de-
cizive victory at Bushy Wan,  Rev, Corl read a letler
from Hon, Joseph I Kuhns, regretting his inability to be
present and hearuly approving the object of the meeting
in its efforis to honor the memary of Bouquet, whose
march and victory in 1963 were wonderful military
achievements and did much to promote the rapid settle-
ment of the west,

On motion, Revs, 1. W, Love, W, W, Moorehead, Lucien
Cort and Philip Kuhns, Dr, Kline and A, M. bll:ran Ky,
A
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were appointed a committee to draft resolutions expressive
of the sense of the meeting. The following were reported:

Resolered, That i the judginent of this meeting, it is emi-
nently right and proper to commemorate the 1zoth anniversary
of the victory of Lu:ulp Henry Bouwquel aver Pontiac's confederates
at Bushy Run, August sth :md Gth, 1763,

Fesofved, That inasmuch ps August sth comes on Sunday
this year, and inasmuch as all the mteree.*r_a of humanity and
Christian civilization were promoted by the decisive viclory of
Bouquet, we wauld respectfully suggest to the pastors of all of
our churches in the town and county, the prepriety of making
such slzq:ciafrefl:rEm_'r_‘ ta the anniversary, in their regular religious
services, as in their judgment may be right and proper.

Fesofeed, That the victory of Bowguet be commemorated Au-
gust Gth, in the prove of the old Bushy Run battle-field, by a
public celebration, embracing addresses, a poem, a military dis-
play, pic-nic, diomer, &

Aesafped, That a commities of Amrangemenes, to scoure and
prepare the grounds; 4 camioitte wn finance, to raise funds to
defray nocessary expenses of the celebration, and & committee
to invite speakers, distinpuished puests, military organizations,
&, be appaiated

The annexed resolution was likewise adopied:

Hesefred, That the chairmen of the three committoes afore-
znid be an executive committes to fill all vacancies and have a
general oversight of the celebration,
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A discussion then took place in regard to the advisabil-
ity of issuing a pamphlet for popular cireulation, giving a
sketch of Col. Bouguet and his Lampawna lt was felt
that such a work would form a very important factor in
the celebration, and the sentiment of the meeting was that
it should be issued without delay. Next day Rev. C. Cort
received a letter fvom Gen, Richard Couleer, A, B, Kline,
Esq., and James Oregp, Fsq., stating that it was the
sense of the meeting that a pamphlet, consisting of one
hundeed pages, should he prepared as scon as possihle,
containing a historical sketch of Douquet and all matters
of colonial interest bearing especially on his campaign
apainst the Confederates of Vontiac, Thesze gentlemen,
forming the Kxecutive Conimittee of the celebration, slso
stated further that it was their wish that he (Rev. {0}
should prepare Lhe aforesatd pamphlel.  This task was
accepted as a labor of love, with the wnderstanding that
the writer would zzsnme all pecuniary responsibilities, and
Lhat il any profs resulled from the sale of the book or
pamphlet above necessary cost of publication, the pro-
ceeds should he devated o a fund (or 2 monument to
Bouruet

As the ime was limited, and the duties of a large and
laborious pasioral charge devolved upon the writer, the
work has been prepored in great haste, but with conscicn-
tious care and fidelity to the factz of histery and reliable
traditions, | would gratefully acknowledge my obliga-
tions Lo writlings of Francis Parkman, Geo.
