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PREFACE.

Tue following Work supposes the pupil to have gone through
the Author’s * First Verse Book,” or Carey’s © Latin Versifi-
cation Simplified;” and then to have proceeded to some one
of the various Introductions that give “fidl sense,” as it is
called at Eton., Its object is to facilitate his transition to
original composition ; and to teach him to compose the Aleaie
and Sapphic atanzas, A Chapter is added on the other
Horatisn metres ; in each of which one or two exercises are
proposed, chiefly for the purpose of fixing the rules in the

memory.

A short © Poelical Phraseology’ has been added, which the
pupil should be encouraged to enlarge from hie own ohserva-
tion. It need not be feared that such a collection will prove
injurious to & boy of poetieal mind: for there is no working
without materiale; and a really inventive mind will be eure
to form new combinationa from whatever materiale it has
received or collected.
