Shortly after the first publication of Sayings of the Jewish
Fathers (1877) this ArrENDIX was announced as in preparation
under the title, 4 Cutalogue of Monuseripte of the Text of
Aboth and of Commentaries wpon 1 with sspecinl reference to
Dhisputed Reodivgs. It contains an sccount of a number of
such manuscripts; Notes on the Pert replacing the * Critical
Notes™ which preceded the Translation in the First Fdition of
the Saeyings; and an fodex to the Second Edition (1897 made
by Mr J. H. A, Hart, B.A., Naden Divinity Student and Scholar
of 8t John's College,

The famous B, deseribed in No, 20 has now been edited
for the Mekizé Nirdamim vnder the name © Machsor Vitry”
clopimed for it by 3. D, Luzzatto, who even conjectured that
the perush on Aboth in it is by R. Simehah of Vitri-le-Fraugais.

R. Isaac’s perush (Nos, 1, 115) having been collated for the
First Edition of the Suayings, one of the passages of the com-
mentary in No. 90 marked by a previous owner was ideutified
as B, Tsrach’s by means of B, Tsaacs perush, from which it soon
appeared that the suid Arabic commentary was the ® great and
wida sea” from which I Tsane had drawn,

The codex deseribed in Ne. 170 was found to contain a
mixed Bashi-Rambam commentary on Aboth with additional
notes on a passage of Pereq IIL quoted in the name of
B. Meshullam ben Qalonymos, and not, as had been thought,
a whole commentary by R Meshullam,

Ample materials for a continuation of the Catelogue have
been collected, but it seemed best to publish it as it has stood
now for some years without further delay.
