Outline Course of Study

Adopted by the Board of Education, July 2, 1913
[ReErmixTED 1914.]

This revizion of the former course of study has been carried
on through fonr eommittees of prineipals, each eommittee con-
sisting of three members, FEvery elementary school in the city
has heen affiliated with some one of these committees, thus
avoiding duplication and at the zame time giving a wide field of
teachers and prineipals for advisory purposes. The work of
these committees has not included the so-ealled special snbjects,
such as music and drawing, nor has it extended bevound the activ-
ities of the elementary =zehool.

Two wvears ago a provisional course of study was adopted
for use in all grades. Upon the eommittess referred to rested
the responsibility of gathering from all possible sources expe-
rience with this provisional course and of reformulating, in the
light of this experience, the proposed course. Thus formulated
the conrse has been submitted, as far as possible, to a committee
of teachers representing all grades in the system. It was the
function of these teachers to examine eritically the proposed
ecourse and to report back such modifications as they might see
fit. A general committee consisting of the Superintendent and
the chairmen of the four committees named constituted the com-
mittee for final action.

Fidueational theory recognizes the systematie development
of all the powers of the growing child as the dominant aim of
elementary edueation. This aim ean not be realized except as
TRAINING in all things essential to the welfare of the child be-
comes a vital econsideration in the school room. For the teacher,
the approanch fo this training is through the body of knowledge
outlined in the courze of study. The procedure of the teacher
in enabling the pupil both to acquire and to use this body of
kmowledge determines its training value for the pupil. The pro-

cedure of the teacher may eall into play chiefly the memory of
the pupil, thereby neglecting training in power to judge values,
initiate, organize ideas and appreciate ends. No course of study
can adequately guard against this tendeney, The only safeguard
is intelligent supervision, teachers’ institutes, supplementary
suggestions to the course of study and other gimilar means,

The body of kunowledge outlined in the course of study
should be an expression of what has come to be regarded as
essential to the individoal who wounld adapt himself to his social,
civie and voeational enviromment, The legitimate demand for
elimination from ounr courses of study ean be met in part, at
least, by eliminating those elements which have little, if any,
value for the facts they contain or the prineciples they establish,
The present course in arithmetie, for example, has eliminated
mueh former work in denominate numbers, a great part of eom-
mission, taxes and insurance, the whole of enstoms, duties, brok-
erage, and stocks and bonds, on the ground that these are not
usefnl to the ehild as knowledge, nor are they in anv way essen-
tial to desirable fraining.

1. Rhythmic movements—clapping, tapping with feet,
swinging, hopping, running, marching, skipping, play-
ing band, dramatic rhythm, rocking-horse, see-saw,
dancing dolls and bears, Jack-in-the-box, birds, sway-
ing trees, bending eornstalks, leaves and nuts falling,
flying kites, rolling hoops, efe.
