"W | proposc 1o celebeate the centenmial of this event,
w0 important in the ke of the sulject of it—anl not witheat
its influence on our then infant Church—by collecting in a
little book the various memorials of him that have been
already published, adding Lo them what other information [
can gather from those family letters, journals and writings
within my reach, which appear to me to throw light on the
listery of a life spent in a singularly close and fastihiul ol-
lowing of his Master and Lord. Tor be was one of those
“holy and humble men of heart " who have been a bless-
ing to the earth in all apes: as well in our lime as when
the Fewedicfre was first sung.  No age is so dark buot that
some such characters have been {ound, to the praise of God
and the good of their fellow-men, Generally, as in this
case, they have led unobtrusive fves, wlich spoke to an
evil world, as the still small voice of conscience speaks to
an evil heart.

It was in the summer of 1893 that the idea ol writing
this memoir first occurred to me. The enthusiasm which
