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PREFACE

The Bibliography of 8ir William Osler, covering a period
of forty-nine yeara (1870-1919) and representing 730 titlea,
which I compiled at the request of the Superintendent of
The Johne Hopkine Hospital, was published in the Osler
Number of T"he Johns Hopking Hospilal Bullelin;® as pub-
lished in the volume Sir William Osler, Bart. (1920), addi-
tional titles, many of which were eent the compiler by Sir
William, brought the number up to 773.

The increase to the present number of 1,195 fitles has been
made through pleasant, if labourious, regearch as well as by
the generous help of Sir William Osler’s friends. If all sug-
gestions as to titles have not been accepted, it is becanse the
suthorehip of many unsigned articles could not be established
and not from lack of appreciation of the kindness of those who
gave them.

I am particularly grateful to Dr. W. W. Francis, who was
the bearer of messages from Sir William, snd who has given
valuable addenda.

My indebtedness is great to Dr, Thomas McCrae whose ad-
vice has been invaluable, and to Messrs, Lea and Febiger who
ungarthed numerous unsigned editorials and gave me their
titles,

The kindness of Dr. Wilburt C. Davison in lending the
photograph (a gift of Sir William to Dr. Davison) which ap-
pears ae a frontispiece, has placed me under lasting gratitude.

I take this opportunity to thank Dr, Henry M. Hurd for
help and encouragement; Dr. Harvey Cushing for addi-
tional titles and for helpful criticiam; Dr. Fielding H.
