demand p more satisfoetery arrangement and greater parity of
obeervation, which cen only be obtained by associete aclion on the
part of those whe seck diligently for trath alone ; and, inasmuch
&3 the state of the public information respocting the privciples and
preetice of Homoopathy is so defective as fo roake it easy for
mere pretenders to this very Jiffieult branch of the healing att to
acquire credit #s proficients in the rame;

Therefore, Resolved, That it is deemed expedient to establish &
apcioty entitled o The American Institnte of Hommopathy i and
the following are declored to be the essential purposes of said Tn
stitnte :

1st. The reformation and augmentetion of the Materia Medics.

2d. The restraining of Physicians from pretending tohe compea.
tent to proctice Homeopathy who have not stwdied L in a careful
and skiffol munner,
