In the notes, nc fracing of derivations hes heen
given, since the ebymology of words may readily be
found in dictionaries.  Different manuseript readings
and conflicting opimiona of eritice are omitted, as no-
edifying to young students. The historical basis as
suggested by Flutarch, diffienlt allusions, and mean-
ings of words and phrases which are unusual or
obacure, are supplied,

Speecial features of the notea are (1) collated Pecu-
“liarities of Grammatical Usage, based upon Abbott’s
Shakespearian Grammor, a work which is seldom
aceessible, and which is diffienlt for young studenia to
untangle; (2) an explanation of Shakespeare's Verse,
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with reference to poculiar mefrical arrangement in
this play.

The aim throughout has been to stimulate thought
on the pert of tho student, and to supply sufficient
aid for intelligent reading of the play.
