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BIOGRATHY OF THE AUTHOR

Mr. E. de Schelking was born in Petrograd in 1855,
His family, which belonged to the aneicnt order of
Teutonie knights, migrated into Courland from Austrin.
and there beeame Polish subjeets reeciving the title
of Baron from the King of Poland, Sigismund 111
When Courland, under Empress Amne, Duchess of
Courland, beeame a Russian provinee during the lotter
hall of the eighteenth eentury, Mr. de Schelking's
family went to Petrograd, retaining the title of Baron
in Courland but not taking out the necessary papers
to make the barony Russian.

His father was a Russian General—Nicholas George
Sehelking-—who distinguished  himsell in the Hun-
garian Campaign of 1848 and in that of Poland in 1864,
His mother was a Baroness Fersen. and one of her an-
cestors pecompanicd Louis XV of Franee and Quecn
Murie Antoinette in their {light from Varennes.

Mr. de Schelking finished his studies in the Imperial
College of Law at Petrograd and enteved the Diplo-
matic Serviee of his country in 1883, atd has held the
following DMplomatic Posts:

First Secretary in Greece, Franee, Spain and Ger-
many—both in Berlin and Munieh—and he was for
a time Legation Councillor at The Hague,

Leaving diplomatie life in 19038 he went into politieal
journalism, and was correspondent in Paris for the
well known Liberal Organ—the Rowss. aud later for
the Noveie Fremya,
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After that again he was for six years in the Foreign
Polities Department of the Bivjevia Wicdemosti—the
largest of all the papers in the Russian eapital. While
in this position he was officinlly asked on several ocea-
sions to undertake delicate missions for his government,
and in conscquence. travelled a great deal in Europe,
but more especially in the Balkans., For a time he
was the Petrograd Correspondent for the Paris news-
paper—Le Temps,

During his actual diplomatic career. Mr. de Schelking
spent fourteen years in Germany, with Count Osten-
Sacken as his Chiel.

During the last four or five years, Mr. de Schelking
has been a member of practically all the Slavie Societies
in Russia, and also a Member of their Councils, He
was cspecially popular in the Slavophilist cireles, and
the representatives of the Czech peoples in Russia
honoured him with an Address of Thanks for the work
that he did toward the liberation of the Czechs from
the oppression of Austria,
