Nlrparionced teschers are wall awars
that many lesners will spell & word crelly with acenrsay, who, if
they had heen mada to write ik, wonld bave Hendsred. In England,
ua wo learn from Mr. G. F Grabam, sothor of wo improved mangal
of Exglinh Bpelling, * the old practies of making pupils repeat words
srranged in solamny is now ocarly mpemeded by the far preforabla
plan of Digksticon Freevioeo.'* Mr. Eraert, the eminent lexiongrsphar
rumarks, thet + ihe crdinary, and porbapa thea ahorteet way of learn-
ing spelling in Ly ths eys, in the sawe menner thak we loorn pronun-
giation by the cer.”” The testimwony of mapy eminent American
teschers in support of thess conclusiqms might be quoted.

The prescnt volume has besn praparsd with the view of sombining
tho sdvanteges of erid apelling whth wlind epelling, by writing. Bome
gimple introdumory execcises are frst givem, followed by senbness
for wriking, soms of which are in saript type, that may be transaribed
by pupils roquiring the poectios.

In Part Becond, words for orsl epdlling sre classifisn sseopding
80 thair prominent elemeniary vowel sonnds. Following these are
vlames of words illustrating the vowel sounds in ooaocended ayllables,

" porultiweasp and finsl, and the difioolt ecneonant soands and sobeti

fubes. Theeo mee followed by exerdiwn op words containing ailone
letters ; oe homophonone words ; Ewlep for Apslling; words alike in
form, buk diffaring in acemmt ; Prefizm and Afizes ; the coniractions
in gommon wbe; the sbguiar aod ployal furms of the possessive
pase, &o.

For oonyendence of refirenee, the words jor spellimg, pressnted in
large type, are in alphahokical order; sud the tescher will not use
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the book long before ho will find the great advantages of this in
mbhnghmhhmruddyhaglmwm In copying the die
tation exercises, the pupil can alweys satiafy himeelf in regard to the
pronunciation or eyllahioation of an exemplifying word, by referring
to it in the paragraph of & corresponding nomber io large typs. Or-
thoépy and crthography sre thus simultanecusly taught, ss they
dhonld e, and this withoni resort to arbitrary marks and fgures
which are either pot heedsd st all, oF e s rhziubling—bloek and a
mystifisation to the youog, A few ialicized letters areall that are
weed to indicata one of ine dosl sunds of g, n, 5, and G, av the
PFresonod, o & few instangos, of & wlent Jatter.

It has been ohjected by some goe to the system of clamification
that it makes spalling ** boo sany and mecharical & prooass ;" that
tha learwer having s formuls fe ah mbire Jdass of worde, or for the
moet difienlt portions of them, Jay trust o much o the key thus
mupplied 10 his memory, end not give sufficient attontion to the spall-
ing of each pwriicular woed, Abupdaot experiecos bas proved thet
the oljection is imaginary and fallacions. Any apstem by which we
render & difficnl tavk Jow Aificnlt most, in the nators of $hing, be
s mivantags. By classiflcation we fix en object In the memory, by
making it ona of & gronp, letead of an fwolated anomsly. In using
the presemt work, the skillful temcher will, moceover, by fregoent
revitus, and by Shigping From ons dlass of words to ancther, meke the
excrmses a8 miscellaneony s oun bo dosived, after the way fas boen
smovthed by olassifichtion.

In instanses whers muthorities differ in regued to the spelling of
words, we haye goavally prasonted both Wabeter's and Walksr's
orthography ; giving precedence bo that of the former, a8 more sanc-
tioned by wege in the United Biates. It 10 obvicos that ths faed of
the exdating varisncs oaghé t0 be made familiar to the young ; bui
the teacher is Yafs st liberty to ecjoin upon his pupils whishever moda
he may prefer. :

The plan adopted in soms spelling-books, of srmanging columns of
words of cognate sgnifieation as symonyme, has not, for good ressoms,
been followsd. In pins onses-out of tan the words presmied ae such
are not strictly synonymowns and the young learner, from baimg
taught a0 to regard them, sogmiras a habil of confpunding shades of
diffarenco, fatal to preqision in the ass of languegs.

In the eyllabiestion of words, we bavs simed at exhibiting the
roots, prefixes, and affxes, as fer af (his con be done, withowt maslead
mg the lrovner a5 to the pronunciagion. In affaodieg this desirable
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somprumise, perfect conmistency, af all lexleographors admit, canpo
be attained.

Different modee of uging the exercisess have baen amployed with
success. The teacher may give out s eutire sentunce from the dic- -
 tation exdeises, and require popils to rpell every word orally ; or be
may requite them t0 copy the sebemtis! exercises soveral times oo a
slata, and then to write them down from diotation, If the learner i
mufficiently sdvanced, he may be direcied fo form sentences himeelf,
oontaining the words presected in Isvgs type. The bisck-board may
be used with gmdaﬁet mﬂ:r]]lu:g n clagm. Words mu.g'hehﬂﬂm
divided by hyphens, the sooented syllables marked, and s line drmwn
through the silent letters, ‘ghould thers be any. A popil may be
ealled upon ta do this ; and should be maks an error, other memben
of the class may indieate it in any manper the tepchor may prefor. It
may be well to vary the mode of insiruction, in ordee $o keep tha

attention awake, and give the etraction of variety to Jesons,

The mere resding of the sententisl axerciees, in womostoming the
eye to the form and kmgth of words, will be fumd & most fmportant
aid in fixing the crthogmphy in the memory ; and if fhese exoroines
ware need in oo other way, ther would still be veluabls adjon. ts G
the spalling houk,

Homophonous words prosent some of the pronbest d.llﬁeult.iea to
young Jearnars; snd the list of mch worda, with exercics npon tham,
will be foond unnsmasly completa in this werk. Their meaning i
generally sufficlently mdicated in the erutences in which they sre
introduesd, .

The power of the accenime] merk, of the hyphen, %o, should be
thoroughly explained to the learper hefira ha ontors mpon words of
more than one syllsble. It will ba peen that where the mocent i
wed the hyphen is omitted a8 superfoous ; the aceentoal mark indi-
owting not only the aseant, but the syllabue dividion. In wobds where
tho peomt falls oo the lagt myllatile, the ncoemtnal murk i generally
omitted, 28 it cmistion after the preceding sylisble or syllables
