My plan lias been to folly state the facts upon
which eaell ense arese and was Jetermined, and the
opinion of the cowrt, not the sidstunce of the deci-
gloat. The eases relating to the same subject matter
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have been grouped, and reported in the order of
date, with eresz references and annotatings.

In a nomber of states the decision of all ques-
tions arising in the adntinisteation of seliools is left
to the school officers, with provisions for appeal
from town or subordivate officialz 1o those of the
connly, aml thence to the hizhest achool oflicials of
the state.  In zome states the final decisions are
publizhed.  In makivg vp thiz collection of eazes 1
Lave nob resorted Lo the deeisions thas made, bal
bave taken thoze remdered by courts. In the re-
ports of cases deeided by scliool ofliciads the state-
et of faels and the decision ara naually very mea-
pre and unsstizfactory, while the opinion of a court
defines the principles governing the case,  Agun,
the {ribunals thus ereated within the sehool system
follow amd depend, in o large menssore, upon the
law az announced by courts,
