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INTRODUCTION.

ERHAPS these Songs and Sonnets of Siloria may
be not unhitly introduced by a short survey of
the history and characteristics of the Silurian or

South-Welsh people.

The British tribe of the Silures inhabited the region
now represented by the connties of Hereford, Mon-
mouth, Glamorgan, and, according to some avthorities,
of Brecknock and Radnor.

The resistance which for nine years this brave people
offered, under Carddec {Caracfacus), their king, to the
Roman arms, is one of the earliest and most stirring
episodes in our national annals. *Siluria,’ says Taci-
tus, *was a powerful and warlike state: in the defeat
of Valens it was the nation of the Silures that struck
the blow. Of all the Britons the Silures were the most
determined ; they fought with obstinacy, with inveterate
