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PREFACE

OF the pieces which are printed in this
volume most have appeared in some form
before; but it has been thought that it
would be interesting to many to have them
brought together.

The Memoir of Bernard Barton was pre-
fizxed to a collection of his Letters and
Poems published in 1849, the vear of his
death,  This is followed by notices of his
death and funeral contributed by FitaGerald
to the fpeedich Jowrnal at the time.

Euphranor is prnted from a corrected
copy of the Dialogue as modified by Pite-
Gerald from the second edition, which to his
fastidious taste was disfigured by * zsome over-
smart writing, and some clumsy wording.”

The Preface to Polonins has already been
reprinted in FitzGerald’s Letters and Literary
Eemains.

On the death of his old friend, the Rev.
George Crabbe, Vicar of Bredfield and son
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of the poet, FitzGerald wrote a short notice
of him in the Gemtleman's Magasine for
November 1854, where it ought to be mo
longer buried.

The Data for the life of Charles Lamb are
frequently mentioned in FitzGerald's letters
and are here printed from a copy annotated
in his own hand, They do not profess to
be exhanstive, and were only intended to
serve as a guide to the readers of Lamb's
Letters as they onginally appeared. The
notes in sgoare brackets are added by
myself.

The Introduction to Readings in Crabhe
was the last work of FitzGerald's pen. The
revize of the last proof was not received till
afier his death,

I ought perhaps to apologize for addiog
the humorous imitation of an Essay by Sir
Arthur Helps, buot it seemed foo good to be
lost on the flysheet of a volume in private
hands.

The (dccamonal Verses, azs 1 have ex-
plained, have heen privately printed, and I
