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" The result of handing over education to the most comprehensive
theorist, with whatever gifts of lucid expression, would be, I donht not,
disastrous. The history of education is the battls-ground and burial-
ground of impracticable theories : and one who studies it is soon taught
to abate his constructive self-confidence, and to endeavour humbly to
learn the lessons and harmonise the results of experience, . . - .

" It not unfrequently happens—and perhaps it is not surprising—that
even 1 school i d in the busi of their pro-
fession, are found to have learned the theory of what they are doing
casunlly and long ago from other men, and to have let it remain m
their minds in undigesied fragments, not really brought to the test of,
and therefore not modified by, ! o HENRY SIDGWICK.
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
