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PREFACE.

Bexraymw Dwosm, M. I, the Awthor of the
Acesunt of the Manners of the German Inhabi-
tants, of Pennsylvanie, was & native of Pennsyl-
vania, born December 24, 1745, at Dristal, Ducks
County, Ifs was educated av Prirceton Cellege,
N, J. Btudied Medicine in Philadelphia, London,
Edinburg and Pariz, In 1760, was made Pro-
fessor of Chemistry, in the Philadelphia -Medical
College, and became a contributor to Medical
Literature. Ie was elected o member of the
Continental Congrese; he advocated and signed
the Declaration of Independence. In 1777, he
was appointed Burgeon-general and Thysician-
general, of the Coniinental army. Iis duties
did not prevert him from writing a series of
latters on the Constituiion of Pennaylvania, which
was charged by his indvence. He resigned his
post in the army, because he could not prevent
frands upon soldiers in the hospital etores,

In 1785, ke planned the Philadelohia Dispensa-
ry, the first in the United Btates; and was a
membar of tha conventien, which ratified the
Federal Constitution, Estiripg from politics, he
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became Prolessor of the Theory and DPractice of
Medicine, in Thiladelphia Mealcal College; and
was eo succesalul in the treawment of yellow
faver, 1793, that he was belioved to have saved
the lives of 6,000 persons. His practics, in con-
sequence, becams so largo that he preseribed for
one hundred patieats & doy, whom he saw, even
at hiz meals. s Medical works produced hon-
ors from geveral Duropenn Sovercigne, In 1799,
he was nppointed Troasurer of the United Btates
Mint, which post he held vrel his death, in
Thiladelphis, April 18, 1813,

Ha was one of the greatest ard best men that
have adorned his cosntry.  Few men have boen
graater ornaments to their country than Dr fish
and, very few, indeed, Lad aequived o grester
reputation, both at home and abroad, He was
a benclicent philanthropist and an  exemplary
christinn.
