INTRODUCTION.

ArreovcHE the whole body of Emerson's verss barely
filla ona moderate-sized wvolume, —a small twelfth of his
published works, — a constantly growing number of readers
are learning to valne the poeme even more highly than the
prose. When a friend, soon after the publication of May-
Doy, expressed to Emerson his plessure in the book, adding
that, much as he valned the sssnys, be cared more for the
poems, Emerson lagghingly anewerad : 1 beg yon always
to remain of that opinion.” He then went on more serionsly
to =ay, that he himaclf liked his poems best, becanse it was
not he who wrote them ; becsuss he conld not write them
by will ; he coold say, ** I will wnite an ewtay ; I can breathe
ut any time,”” he.added, * bot I san whistle only when the
right pucker comes.” !

That wae thirty years ago. “To-day there is an inercas-
ing number, not only of those who value the verse more
highly than the prose, but alse of those who value it as the
highest and most truly repreacotaiive American contribu-
tion to literatare. Ermersoo’s fellow-poets were the first to
recognize his superiority. Dr. Holmes has acknowledged
it irr his appreeiative biography ; Lowell, loyal ¥ liegeman,™
as he signed himeelf, has testitied to the spiritual and ntel-
lectnal passion of Emerson’s verse, “some of which is as
exquisite a8 any in the languapge; " and Whittier, speaking
one day of modern writers, said: * I regard Emerson as
foremost in the rank of Amevican poets ; he has written
better things than any of vs." * In the fifty years that have
now just elapeed mince the publication of Emerson's first
